
Swivel

Circle depower Line,
goes from the Quick 
Release to the swivel 
with a short depower 
strap in line. 

Moving the circle 
depower line one 
way or other, will 
make the depower 
strap go up or 
down. Depower Strap, 

pull red webbing to
shorten front lines 
and  take off power,
pull black webbing to
make front lines 
longer with more 
power.

Catch handles
connected to back 
lines, and let go the 
bar, to cut power. 
This is to be used in
extreme  situations, 
your kite will only be 
connected to one back 
line.

Connect safety leash to 
the ring ,and let go the 
bar, to cut power. 
This is to be used in 
extreme situations, your 
kite will only be connected 
to one front line, and will 
stay on the water safe.

Red Safety
line

Quick release,
Push away from you the red collar to 
release, always check in safe conditions 
that you understand all the safety 
functions.

Connect to the red safety line ring 
your harness leash. When you 
release your quick 
release , your 
Kite will 
totally
depower,             
you will 
be directly connected      
to the swivel.

Advanced riders have the option 
to connect direct to the quick 
release with there harness leash.

The PU locker is used  to
secure your loop on your 
spreader bar hook.

Elastics to secure
your lines on the 
bar.                          

Stopper ball to adjust
where you want the 
bar to stop, move red
and black  in position
one at the time to 
adjust.
